Planning and Transport : Chair, JS requested of First Bus to share up to date time-tables. Operations Director promise of putting list around with Updates of Routes and Times.
Thanks given by Chair to all CCs and to ACC Group Leaders and Chief Executive who have worked well together to make a strong case for rolling back initially proposed cuts, changes and withdrawal of services. Need to continue to monitor, request of all CCs reporting back any updates or changes to routes, to make sure communities are not isolated from services and activities.

Kincorth was to lose 17, 18, 172 - No weekend Routes. Still unsure as to where it stands, need to keep an eye on situation to make sure they dont try again when its quiet. Any specific issues / ideas per area contact us to put forward. Next meeting 21st Oct 7pm Town House.

6.
Local Place Plans : Good Discussions with City Council - they are putting in a staff member to help -  Agreed to some funding & Staff time. Funds not available to every CC, but they will signpost to other funds. Still waiting on information from Investing in Communities Fund (£90k) Concerns in LPP's becoming second tier - Possible to send a rep to the event on 29th Oct. Decision to be made on costing to send someone along.

CCMP rep update: Last meeting was 2nd Oct. Presentation on Queen St area Marischal Square, Broad Street, West North Street upwards. Many buildings listed, others not ie Police building. Phased redevelopment. More details out '19- '20. Move out/ buy out of buildings. Next to demolish. 

Art Gallery official opening 31st oct, to public 2nd Nov.

UTG- Work started already, Site clear - safety barrier next, then move on to rest late summer of 2020 : already slipped. Specific groups in consult. Communications- still talking to schools, residents in immediate area regarding evening access.

8.
Engagement & Communications: Jonathan asked the question of Videos. Are we still going ahead with a 2 min video? Karen Spoke to council Photographer - he has limited avaliability, we need to know 100% what we were doing. Loss of a member with much experience. Dustin has been asked too -Considerations need to be made. Weather. Costings. Times. Query - Can we get schools involved to help? Station house? repay in kind?

CCLO Update : Negative feedback was received from a resident within the Ashley /Broomhill CC area regarding lack of leaflets through their door.  Karen advised that the area in question had been targeted during the elections in October 2018 which generated no interested so she decided to concentrate on other streets in the area.  Many other residents have reported positive feedback, as important not only to have Membership but also consistent communication with community.

Introductory Training taking place for Kincorth and some other CCs in weeks ahead. 

Working on why certain schools for meetings have been closed to community meetings, CC's BoD example – Scotstown School is the only accessible venue in area - Bus route ect. Other school is not accessible. Other CC's use St Josephs, same issue. Seems to be that School Staff including Janitors were happy to host meetings but likely related to ACC Budget decision.

Development day- Next meeting of the planning group weds 9th Nov, 1st no longer available. Concerns are that people may not attend as there was a lack of responses for the potential items for discussion. If issue is secretaries are they doing their job? Are they sending things through to other members. 

In town without my car day- 15th Sept. William and Karen most of the day. Tom went along for a while, so did Dustin. No-one else. Had folk say where they lived, what CC, some wanted more info, already sent. Kids wanted to improve play parks. 

Student & Young people event at Aberdeen University. Jonathan, as Chair has met with AUSA Communities Officer to take forward shared key issues, focusing on: a) Public Transport, b) Skills and Employment and c) Democratic Participation in Decisions. Karen as CCLO also meeting with the AUSA Communities Officer to discuss how students could get involved with Community Councils and to see which events Community Council could get involved in. Chair and other Members to be kept up to date on progress of this, to look at how Community Councils themselves can support this, as well as any support from ACC where appropriate.
